| just returned from a great conference sponsored by the North American Mission
Board. Three pastors from YBA and | attended the NAMB REPLANT 2018
conference in Alpharetta, GA. It was a good experience to be with other pastors
and leaders from across the US who were focusing on Revitalization and intentional
Replanting of churches. The theme was “Preach, Pray, Love and Stay.” Think
about the power of these elements in your own church. Do we truly believe in them?

On Tuesday morning, Mark Clifton shared from one of my favorite stories found in
Matthew 16. You know how you read the same passage in the Bible over and over
and then one day you see something different. He read the story where Jesus
asked His disciples the question, “Who do men say that | am?” To which the
disciples relied that some say John the Baptist or Elijah or Jeremiah or one of the
prophets. Then Jesus asked them personally who they thought He was and Peter
replied, “You are the Christ!” You see, men have lots of ideas...but Peter had the
right answer because, as Jesus put it, “my Father has revealed this to you.”

Then, just a few verses later, Peter rebukes the Son of God, and tells Jesus that He
has it all wrong. To which Jesus responds to Peter in verse 23, “Get behind Me
Satan.” What happened in these 6 verses? Simon Peter went from a direct
revelation from the God of the Universe to having his thoughts and words directed by
the enemy. If Simon Peter, the leader of the 12 disciples could be led by God or
Satan then don’t we need to admit that we might be led or misled in a similar way.
Jesus shows us that the key is your thinking.

As we seek to Advance Christ's Kingdom here in the Triangle and beyond we must
continually ask ourselves this question, “who is directing my thoughts?” Am | in tune
with God’s will for my life, but even more importantly, am | in tune with God'’s will for
His Kingdom? Many believers have told me, “we just want our church to be full
again.” However, the truth is we're not talking about getting bodies in the seats.
We're talking about getting people to lay down their lives and preferences for the
advancement of the Kingdom of the one and only true God. We cannot ask the lost
to do this if we the church are not willing to do likewise.

| led a seminar on “Creative and Biblical Ways to Reach Your Community” a few
weeks ago at the Training Extravaganza. One of the key elements was focusing on
not being Temple centered. | reminded the participants that the great Commission
does not just call us to invite people to church but rather tells us to GO. The point |
tried to communicate was eloquently put by an older African American friend of mine
who simply said, “Get out of the Building! Go down the street and meet the
community. Have coffee with the neighbors. Pray for them and with them.”

I’'m excited in seeing an awakening of churches who want to change the trend of a
dying church to a church that is concerned about the lost in their community. As
your Director of Missions, | desire to walk with you and your church to engage your
community.
